President – Chris Warner: Call the meeting to order at 7:05 PM.
Hello, to put things into perspective – school starts next month! Thank you to those of you who helped put the 4th of July parade ‘float’ together. The Haenszel’s and Mary Gossard were there to help and support.
Approval of meeting minutes from June. 1st Melody Young, 2nd Rosalie Williams. All approved, no opposed.
Treasurer’s Report - Carl Scheiderer. All of the checks we have received for the golf outing are not deposit as of this statement. More funds are coming in. You will see funds going designated sports. Question, “How’s the money indicated what sport the funds should go too?”  Placing the sport name on the memo of the check is important. Carl is also keeping a copy of the check for record keeping purposes. 
Carl reviewed the financials which was distributed. 

Motion to approve the June financials. 1st Mary Gossard, 2nd Madeleine Nikolaus. All approved, no opposed.
Vice President Report – Tony Gray, not present
Secretary - Molly Logan. There are new attendance sheets broken out by Trustee’s, Committee Chair’s, Officers and general membership. We want to start keeping track of the Trustee’s attendance. Beginning in September, Trustee’s will receive $60.00 for attendance at the booster meeting per sport. 
Chris Warner stated to be a trustee you first must be endorsed by the coach then be a paid member of the boosters. Endorsement must be in writing from the coach – could be a paper napkin or email. Our by-laws required these two things.
Athletic Director Report - Chip Ebert. As of today - the Jaguars are undefeated in all sports! All head coaches are hired and most assistance coaches are hired as well. All fall equipment is in (wrestling mats and some of the track equipment). The coaches are excited! Some kids are calling the school “University of Bradley”. All the kids have been great – they are doing as they are expected – taking care the property and no trash (no water bottles laying around). Try-outs for football and golf are August 3. Kids need to make sure they have their physicals in place. Physical forms can be found on-line at the schools web site.
Chris Warner shared that in a summer baseball game, Hilliard Bradley beat Hilliard Darby! The Bradley Cheerleaders came in first place and the band came in 4th place in the 4th of July parade. 
Committee Reports:


Concession – Mary Gossard. We have been very busy working with the Music Boosters, We are working on all events which is a big undertaking. We are working on sign-ups for events which plans to be web-based. We are making good progress. With music and athletic boosters combining efforts this year it allows the parents of those who perform at half time to see the program, it allows for more flexibility. We hope to use the football scrimmage on August 13, as our ‘practice’. We will work with those who will be working concessions on ‘start up’ and all the other things they need to do. There is a need of 25 people to work a football game, with multiple shifts. Teams will receive $60.00 for each shift worked.
A sport trustee is responsible for obtaining workers for their designated shift. 
If you want to help with concessions, we are meeting every Tuesday at Bradley HS at 6:00 PM. 

Chip mentioned that we have the opportunity for 8 home games this year. This profit will be split with music and the athletic boosters. Funds from concessions will be paid out to both groups at the end of a sports season.

Membership/ Nominating -Theresa Mummert. We are receiving members every month. Beth Warner is going to help with the Corporate Memberships. Example of membership, if someone wants to buy a life time membership and they want the husband and wife’s name on the membership – that is fine however; only one person has voting rights. One vote per membership.
For corporate memberships we have reached out to the Flag Lady’ Flag Store for quotes. The more we order the better off we are. For 50 flags they will charge $34.00 per flag and it will take three weeks to produce. We also can order garden size, 50 @$9.99 each. This is the same price Darby was given.  Beth Warner will ask for more quotes and present at the next meeting.

Fund Raising - Sheryl Hatcher. For the golf fundraiser we have about 20 teams so far. If you still want to play it is $75.00 per person or $25.00 for a social membership. We have gotten about 35 sponsors.  We still have more coming in. For our first year – we aren’t doing too bad. Raising Cane would like to be the sponsor for the 2010 golf outing. If you would like to help out at the golf outing this Saturday please be there at 11:30 at Darby Creek in Marysville.
Football is doing a fundraiser this Wednesday at BW3. You must use the flyer to have 15% off,  the proceeds will go to football. The form can be found on the boosters website. This applies to dine in or take out. WWW Sports Collectables will be there as well. Things will be set up as a silent auction. Anything above the price of the bid price will go to football.

Spirit/ Jag Wear – Melody Young. Order forms are available on the booster website for Bradley bags. The form was also sent out to all coaches. We will be selling Jag wear at the golf outing. Melody put a motion out for $10,100.00 to purchase Jag wear. Kelly Montgomery 2nd. Discussion of what can be ordered now for August back to school. The discussion was to purchase $3000.00 now for Jag wear. All approved. No opposed.

Finance – Jim Banaag. An audit of the committee’s books will take place before next weeks meeting.

Historian – Jennifer Shook. She has pictures from the 4th of July parade and other camps and workouts.  Please send any information for the newsletter. The 27th of each month will be the due date for information to go into the news letter. 
Any suggestions on printing the newsletter to distribute in hard copy? There is a cost to print. Bryan Haenszel shared that Office Max is printing the programs for the golf outing for free as long as we use their logo. 

We would like to send out the newsletters to the corporate sponsors monthly. Molly Logan will take care of that. 

Publicity and Sports –Jan Scipio. We received an email from Royal Publishing on the program cover and panicked when she saw it. This was not what had been decided so Jan talked with Chris Warner and Chip Ebert and worked something out with a local artist who has done work in and around the school. We will have different sports characters on the front. Jan shared with the group.
